Majestic Hills Ranch was founded in 
1997 and offers a unique, low cost, 
therapeutic riding program for 
children with special needs.  We serve 
all children with special needs from 
the ages of 2 to 18 living in all socio-
economic levels in the Minneapolis/St. 
Paul seven county metro area. 

These children are diagnosed with 
Cerebral Palsy, Muscular Dystrophy, 
Autism, Down Syndrome, ADHD, 
ADD,  cancer, paraplegia, are 
developmentally delayed, or face other 
physical, emotional, or 
mental challenges. 

A Unique 
Approach 

Majestic Hills Ranch 
employs a distinct 
methodology.  We adopt 
abused and mistreated 
horses or horses that for 
other reasons may 
otherwise have to be put down.  We 
give them nourishment, veterinary 
care, and lots of TLC.  Once the horses 
are healthy, they are put into a 
training program to see if they have 
the right temperament to work with 
the children.  Special needs horses are 
matched to children with special needs 
and together they make miracles 
happen. 

How do children benefit from 
therapeutic horseback riding? 

Horseback riding has gained worldwide 
recognition as one of the most progressive 
forms of therapy today. 

Research shows that the gentle rhythm of 
the horseôs movements, much like a human 
gait, strengthens leg and trunk muscles, 
balance and coordination; improves joint 
mobility and range of motion; and helps 
strengthen spine and pelvic muscles.  The 
relationship the children develop with their 
horse and volunteers helps overcome 
sensory issues, develops social skills, builds 
patience and self-esteem, and provides a 
positive outlook and sense of belonging.  
The program engages the children and 
volunteers through a variety of different 
games and activities that increase both 
gross and fine motor skills.  The skill sets 
learned through therapeutic riding give 
these children a greater ability to cope with 
the day-to-day challenges they face.
